POLICY

A resident of New Jersey, (non-county), is defined as a person who has been legally domiciled in the
State for a period of at least one year.

QUALIFICATIONS

Non-County students must meet the same standards and complete the same admission requirements
which apply to Ocean County residents.

TJUITION

Non-County students will be charged the tuition and fee rates established by the Board of Trustees.
ENROII MENT

Non-County students will be admitted on a space available basis overall and with specific programs.
PRIORITIES

Precedence for admission of non-county students will be as follows:

1. Students residing in Ocean County who have not yet established their legal domicile.

2. Ocean County property owners but not legally domiciled thereat.

3. Non-County students attending Ocean County high schools on a sending district
relationship.

4, All other New Jersey residents.
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
